Subheading: Research
Let’s first talk about research. Research is a systematic investigation (including development, testing, and evaluation) designed to develop or contribute to generalizable knowledge.  In other words, research is a process in which data is collected and/or analyzed to generate a greater understanding of topics and issues, the results of which are intended to be shared with the public.  
Subheading: Human Subjects Research
Ok – but when does it become human subjects research? Human Subjects Research is any research or investigation that involves obtaining information or biospecimens from a living individual, through interaction or intervention. Human Subjects Research also includes the access, use, or study of data previously collected from living individuals – such as census data or medical records.
Subheading: Examples of Human Subjects Research
Now then, you might be asking, what are some examples? 
a. Surveys, and interviews,
b. Behavioral observations,
c. Cognitive and perceptual experiments,
d. Clinical investigations, and
e. Analysis of existing data or biospecimens 
What are some examples of activities that are typically not considered Human Subjects Research?
a. Biographies
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Oral histories
c. Literary criticism
